The Dilithium team refers to their approach as Fiat-Shamir with aborts, which | think is the term of
art. It amounts to generating a challenge for a Fiat-Shamir signature, but then trying again if the
response would reveal too much information about the private key or would lead to a failure in
verification. (I just think of it as a kind of rejection sampling, but I’'m not immersed in the lattice
crypto literature.)
